th

 Street in Harrisburg Dauphin County Pennsylvania.  

 

Elizabeth was 63 years old when she died May 6
th

 1906.  She was laid to rest in the Charles Evans 

Cemetery in Reading Berks County Pennsylvania.

Sherman, on route from the Philippine Island.
