In 1920 they lived with Mary’s parents, Edward and Anna Agle, in Ward 10 of Harrisburg Dauphin 

County Pennsylvania.  By 1930 Mary and Irvin  lived in East Pennsboro, and by 1940 they lived in 

Ward 4, Penbrook, Penbrook Borough, Dauphin, Pennsylvania.  When their daughters married, the 

family lived at 2725 Butler Street, Penbrook. 

 

By 1850 the family lived at 615 North 18

 Street Harrisburg, and Irvin worked as a contractor carpenter, 

and he was a carpenter at the Penn Harris Hotel. 

 

Mary was living at Blue Ridge Manor when Irvin died, at 63 years old, from a coronary occlusion

 1954 at the Harrisburg Hospital. He was laid to rest February 2

 1954 at the East 

Harrisburg Cemetery in Penbrook Harrisburg Dauphin County Pennsylvania. Mary was the informant 

on his death certificate.
