Charles Henry Ferree II
Who Could Be His Biological Father

Charles Henry Knaper II was born Charles Henry Knoper on July 24th 1911 to Charles Ferree and Miss Sadie Mae Knaper in Dallastown, York County, Pennsylvania. [endnoteRef:1] Charles and Sadie did not marry. · Sometime later Charles Henry Knoper took the name Charles Henry Ferree, and added the suffix “II” to his name. Hench, Charles Henry Ferree II.

Tina’s family oral history indicated her grandfather took the name of his father. It is unclear if the name Charles, or Charles Henry, were the adopted Ferree names. There is only one document that identified the father and mother’s names, ages, and residences when Charles Henry Knoper was born.

· On July 24th 1911 Charles Henry Knober’s (as spelled) [footnoteRef:1] birth certificate indicates 19-year-old Charles Ferre (the name spelling on the birth certificate).  of Dallastown, working as a laborer.  The physician’s name was badly written: W. H. M???ich. [endnoteRef:2] [1:  The spelling of Knoper was later officially corrected in 1977 by his mother, Sadie, to Knaper. · The only physician in Dallastown with a resemblance of the name at the time Charles was born was a William H. Munrick, who lived on East Main Street in Dallastown. The Dr. lived near Sadie’s family and a Charles Ferree family, who the Dr. most likely knew, and attended to them and their family members. 

In the April 15th 1910 census record there are only these people named Knaper and Ferree (Forry) men with the same profile from the birth certificate living in Dallastown, York County, Pennsylvania.

· Sadie Knaper was born about 1890, 20 years old, living at 4b East Main Street in Dallastown, working as a cigar maker at a cigar factory.

· Charles Forry, born about 1891, 19 years old, living at 12b East Maple Street, Dallastown, working as a cigar maker at a cigar factory.

· In 1910 and 1911 Sadie and Charles Forry lived two blocks away from each other. A two-minute walk between the homes. 

In the 1910 to 1912 news articles Sadie Knaper and a Charles Forry Jr. were at the same Knaper family gatherings in Dallastown. This same Charles Forry also lived in Dallastown in 1900, 1910, and 1911. 

· In both census records there is a Charles Forry who lived with his father and mother: John A. and Ellen, who married about 1890. John was working as a salesclerk in a furniture store.

Saide would have been pregnant between late October 1910 to July 1911. During this period, on August 28th 1912, both Sadie and Charles Forry Jr. attended a Knaper party when Sadie’s child would be a little over 1 year old. Except for the 1911 birth certificate of Charles Knoper (Knaper), there is no other historical verifiable evidence that identifies his biological father.  This includes the family oral histories, which are often subject to memory inaccuracies, biased perspectives, and lack verifiable details. Given the time since the 1911 birth, the family oral history stories are hand get distorted down through generations, potentially leading to an incomplete or inaccurate picture of the past.

I cannot account for the spelling of the name Charles Ferree living in Dallastown between 1910 and 1912. I can however identify a Charles Forry of Dallastown between 1910 and 1912. However, this Charles doesn’t use the suffix “Jr.” to his name. In fact, I was unable to locate and Charles Forry or Ferree using a suffix “Jr.” with their name.

This paper provides a few leads on who the Ferree-Forry biological father could be of Charles Henry Knaper II.  Personally, I think Charles Forry of Dallastown is the biological father.  Meaning, the physician who completed Charels Knoper’s 1911 birth certificate misspelled the Forry name as Ferree. Which did happen on other occasions while researching the Ferree-Forry names. I also discount the suffix “Jr.” in Charles Forry’s name, which was only found in four news articles. I also think the name Henry came from Sadie’s father, Henry Knaper. 

Unfortunately, the only way to precisely identify the biological father of Charles Henry Ferree II is to have a male Knaper participate in the Big Y 700 Family Tree “Y” DNA test.

What follows are the Ferree-Forry men profiles that are close to what was provided through the 1911 birth certificate.  There are a number of Ferree-Forry men in 1911 that would be about 19-years-old and living in, or near, Dallastown, working as a laborer in York County, Pennsylvania.

[bookmark: _Hlk184992250]In 1900 and 1910 the family lived in Dallastown, York Township, York County. In 1900 John worked as a day laborer, and Charles was in school. By 1910 John was a salesclerk in a furniture store, and Charles worked aa a cigar maker in a cigar factory. 

· In 1910 Sadie Knaper lived in Dallastown, and worked as a cigar maker in a cigar factory.

By 1918 Charles was living with his wife and child in Yoe, and working as a laborer for the I. Lewis Cigar Manufacturing Company in Yoe. Yoe is about 2 miles north of Dallastown. 

Charles married Mamie Viola Kriedler March 13th 1913 in York, Pennsylvania. [endnoteRef:9] Mamie was born June 11th 1892. Before April 25th 1910 Charles was living with his sister Daisy and her husband, Frank Becker, on 8th street in Erie, Pennsylvania. Charles was 63 years old when he died November 1st 1950 while living at 946 Potomac Avenue in Erie Pennsylvania. Charles married Grace M. Fitzkee, who was born March 6th 1897 in Craley, York County, Pennsylvania.  By 1920 Charles was married and living on Main Street in Windsor, York County, Pennsylvania. At the time he was a cigar maker.
