Charles was of a medium build and height with grey eyes and auburn hair. Then on June 5th 1917 Charles signed up for the WW I draft. At the time he was living with his wife, and two children, at 639 West 24th in Erie, Pennsylvania, where he worked for the Erie Silk Mills.
