Introduction

This is a research paper of the family of Charles Henry Forry (1890-1962), who may have had a child out of wedlock with Sadie Mae Knaper in Dallastown, York County, Pennsylvania.  Their child went by the name Charles Henry Knaper II. 

Charles’s granddaughter, Tina Brumley, and his grandson, Charles Knaper, are a DNA match to Janelle Taylor-Graham.

This paper begins with the parents of Charles Henry Forry (1890-1962), who was born to John A. Forry and Ellen J. Shue.  

John Albert Forry was born August 14th 1868 to Rudolph Forry and Louise Hake [endnoteRef:1] in York, York County, Pennsylvania. John was 8 years old when he was baptized March 16th 1878 in Spring Graden Township, York County, by Reverend Constantine J. Deininger. John married Ellen J. Shue May 18th 1890 in York, York County.  Ellen was born March 13th 1871 to Valentine Shue and Lydia Ann Folkenroth. 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Valentine Shue and Lydia Ann Folkenroth

Valentine Shue was born December 1st 1843 to Daniel Shue and Maria Sterner in York County, Pennsylvania. In 1850 Valentine lived with his parents and siblings: 45-year-old Daniel Shue and his wife, 45-year-old Mary; 19-year-old Wesley; 19-year-old Isaac; 16-year-old Lydia; 15-year-old William; 11-year-old Magdalina; 9-year-old Conrad; 6-year-old Valentine; and 2-month-old Sarah.

By 1860 56-year-old Daniel and his wife, 56-year-old Mary were living in the post office area of Codorus, Codorus Township, York County. Living with them were: 29-year-old Wesley; 19-year-old Conrad; 17-year-old Valentine; and 13-year-old Catherine Hahn. 

· Living next door was 71-year-old Catherine Shue, and not far away was Valentine’s older brother, 22-year-old William Shue and his wife 22-year-old Catherine. 

Valentine married Lydia Ann Folkenroth.  Lydia was born July 28th 1849 to John Folkenroth and Eliza Senft [endnoteRef:5] in Abbottstown, Adams County, Pennsylvania. Lydia Ann Fogenroth (Folkenroth) was baptized October 20th 1849 at the St John's Lutheran Church in Abbottstown. · Anna Mary Fogenroth was born December 12th 1847, and baptized March 15th 1848.

· Solomon Fogenroth was 1 year, 11 months, and 21 days old when he died October 29th 1846. He was laid to rest at Leshy’s. Solomon would have been born November 8th 1844. 

Then in 1870 22-year-old Valentine and his 21-year-old Lydia were living in the post office area of Codorus, where Valentine was a farmer in Codorus Township, York County.  Living with them was their 3-month-old son Franklin, and 24-year-old Isaac Folkenrode, who most likely is Lydia’s brother. 

· Living next to Valentine was 31-year-old Samuel and his 30-year-old wife Sarah.

The 1876 atlas map of Jefferson, and Codorus Township, York County, Pennsylvania shows many of the Shue family members living in Jefferson. 

In 1880 37-year-old Valentine and his 31-year-old Lydia were living in Jefferson, Codorus Township with their children: 10-year-old Franklin; 9-year-old Ellen; 7-year-old Calvin; 5-year-old Netta Kate; and 3-year-old Harris H.

By 1900 Valintine and Lydia were living in Springfield Township, York County. 

Lydia was 77 years old when she died April 4th 1927 in Dallastown. She was laid to rest at the Dallastown Union Cemetery in Dallastown, York County, Pennsylvania.
